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CHAIRMAN’S REVIEW

IN THE NAME OF ALLAH

AND MERCIFUL

| am pleased to welcome you to this 23rd Annual General Meeting of the Company and present to
you the Audited Statements of Accounts for the year ended March 31, 2007 and my review on the
performance of your Company for the year 2006-07.

THE ECONOMY

The growth momentum of the national economy continued in the fiscal year 2006-07. The real GDP
of 7 percent witnessed growth in all sectors of the economy i.e. agriculture, industry and services.
Per capita income increased by 11 percent from US$ 833 to US$ 925 in first ten months of the
current fiscal year. Average inflation for the year under review was 7.5 percent against target of 6.5
percent.

Significant improvement in the macroeconomic fundamentals, high growth rate, sustained policy,
focus on the implementation of reforms for liberalization of the economy and relative stability of
exchange rate continued to attract foreign investment which estimated to be 20.6 percent of the
GDP as against 17.3 percent of GDP for the last year. Total investments as a percentage of GDP
have increased from 21.7 percent to 23 percent. Foreign direct investment is expected to cross US$
6.5 billion; i.e. 4.5 percent of GDP.

In view of the increase in imports mainly on account of oil import bills, trade deficit for the first ten
months of the fiscal year 2006-07 has increased to US$ 11.1 billion which was 9 percent of GDP.
Trade deficit for the corresponding period of the last year was US$ 9.5 billion and was 9.5 percent
of the GDP. Current Account deficit for the ten months was 5 percent of the GDP. However, foreign
remittances have crossed US$ 5.5 billion this year. Liquid foreign exchange reserves at the end of
March 2007 stood at around US$ 13.5 billion which were sufficient to cover almost six months import
bill.

THE INDUSTRY

In view of overall improvement in the national economy, operating performance of the automotive
battery industry in the organized sector also improved during the year 2006-07. However, prices of
major raw materials used by the battery industry such as virgin lead and recycled lead have increased
to all time high level.

Export of recycled lead to India and China on highly under invoiced value continued unabated during
the year under review as a result of which prices of recycled lead in the local market increased to
Rs. 95/- per kg in March 2007 from Rs. 58 per kg recorded in March 2006.

The sharp increase in the raw material prices forced the battery manufacturers to increase their
selling prices in October 2006 and again in February 2007. The unorganized sector which comprises
of replaters, smugglers and importers at under invoiced value are still enjoying sizeable share in the
battery market which in turn is posing threat to the organized sector and revenue loss to national
exchequer.

SALES

Net Sales revenue of your Company for the year 2006-07 increased by 16.9% to Rs. 366 million
from Rs. 313 million booked in the last year on account of price increase and volume growth. Sales
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volume in Replacement Sector and Export grew over the last year while volumes in Original Equipment
Sector declined.

PRODUCTION

Production activities were effectively planned and adjusted to cater to the market demand both in
terms of quantity and quality keeping in view the inventory level. Stress on quality control at all stages
of production process was implemented with great vigour for further strengthening quality standards
of the products of your Company.

PROFITABILITY

As against 16.9% increase in net sales revenue, cost of sales increased by 16.5% despite sharp
increase in prices of basic raw materials and as such Gross Profit amounting to Rs. 44 million was
12.0% of net sales revenue as compared with 11.7% Gross Profit achieved in 2005-06. Despite
inflationary pressure and volume growth, selling and distribution expenses increased by only 8.2%
and that the administrative expenses increased 9.9% from Rs. 9.84 million to Rs. 10.81 million.
Operating profit improved by 51% to Rs. 14.87 million from 9.83 million recorded last year. Financial
charges increased from Rs. 5.46 million to Rs. 8.94 million in view of increase in working capital
requirement and KIBOR based mark-up rate.

The pre-tax profit for the year 2006-07 was Rs. 6.01 million as compared with Rs. 4.47 million
achieved in the preceding year. Earnings per share works out to Rs. 0.74 as compared with Rs. 0.67
per share recorded in the last year. Inventory turnover rate and average collection period comes to
6.2 times and 27 days, respectivity. The current ratio improved from 1:1.31 to 1:1.38 while the
breakup value of share stood at Rs. 16.55 per share as on March 31, 2007.

FUTURE OUTLOOK

It is hoped that the indigenous organized battery industry will continue to perform satisfactorily on
account of growth in automobile sector, but the significant increase in the prices of raw materials,
increase in mark-up rate and increase in market competition on account of induction of two new
battery manufacturers will adversely impact its operating performance in future. The Management
of your Company is determined to avail full use of the opportunities by continued focus on quality,
productivity, cost control and after sales service to improve its competitiveness.
